Training Opportunity

Recognizing Clandestine Drug Lab Operations

Clandestine drug labs can be found in a va​riety of places, from a residence to a hotel room to a vehicle. They can manufacture a number of substances including metham​phetamine, MDMA (ecstasy), or even ste​roids. The processes involved frequently utilize flammable liquids, corrosives, toxic gases, and water reactive materials. This course provides responders/receivers with the skills to recognize a potential clandestine lab situation and take the appropriate course of action. The course focuses heavily on methamphetamine production, especially the “one pot” method currently on the increase in New York State, and deals with proper procedures for recognition, isola​tion, reporting, and dealing with victims and the “cooks” themselves. 

Many hospitals have had incidents where persons contaminated with these substances are arriving and creating contamination of the Emergency Departments.  

This course is being taught by Edward Fletcher, an Instructor with the New York State Office of Fire Prevention and Control.  Mr. Fletcher has extensive experience in hazardous materials recognition and response.
