· Become involved in community-based activities which promote health & well-being (“passive advocacy”, Coffee Connection, farmer’s markets, neighborhood organizations, et al.)
· Increase awareness of physician/healthcare provider roles in the court system (reading)
· Develop proficiency in presenting to and teaching different community-based audiences (Making Music, Making Minds; Wilson Foundation Play session)
Community & Public Health:
· Understand the concept of social determinants of health in general, what specific issues are present in our community, and how they impact child and family health (poverty/SES, joblessness, hunger, lead, violence, education, neighborhood environment; bus trip and grocery store assignments)
· Interact with and/or learn about local organizations that focus on addressing health disparities amongst our underserved population (Better Days Ahead, Threshold, Anthony Jordan, Westside, Brown Square, AIDS Care Rochester, Children’s Agenda, treasure hunt assignment)
· Interact with and/or learn about local organizations that provide emergency housing and food services (Bethany House, FoodLink, Alternatives for Battered Women)
Culturally-Effective Healthcare:
· Understand how cultural context can impact the effectiveness of healthcare delivered within the American healthcare system (Genesee Pediatrics, Brown Square) 
Child Advocacy: Special Populations:
· Interact with and/or learn about local organizations that provide services to children with special needs (Early Intervention, Mary Cariola, School of Holy Childhood, Cerebral Palsy Rochester, DayStar for Medically Fragile Infants, Inc.)
· Learn of resources in the community available to children and families with special educational needs (Hillside Family of Agencies, Board of Cooperative Educational Services (BOCES), Parents as Teachers, Stepping Stones)
Child Advocacy: Emergency Medical Services:

· Interact with and/or learn about community-based organizations that implement programs aimed at disease and injury prevention (Better Days Ahead, Rochester Community Asthma Network, Lead Coalition, Nurse Family Partnership, Early Intervention, Referral and Evaluation service for Abused Children (REACH), Threshold, Boys & Girls Clubs, Alternatives for Battered Women, Children’s Protective Services, Planned Parenthood, Women’s Infants &Children, Children’s Agenda)
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
