orthopaedics,” it is one of the country’s most in-demand
hosts for traveling fellowships.

“We're always asked to host these fellowships

all sub-specialties of orthopaedics,” Dr. Baumhauer
says. Every year, the Department of Orthopaedics and
Rehabilitation is sought after by the most prestigious
fellowship societies in the field, including the North
American Traveling Fellowships, American Orthopaedic
Foot and Ankle fellowships, and the American British
Canadian exchange fellowship (ABC), and the American
Society of Sports Medicine.

She says, “The societies are very selective. We get
very good people. The applicants are speaking and
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publishing, even at a young age.” In fact, many faculty
members in the Department of Orthopaedics and
Rehabilitation are fellowship alumni, including Dr.
Baumhauer. “l went to 17 academic centers in the
United States over the course of five weeks. It was
fascinating to see how clinical care is different in other
places.”

She
received her medical degree from MCP Hahnemann School of Medicine in Philadel-
phia, PA and completed her internship and residency at Oregon Health & Science
University. Dr. Humphrey has published research on sacral fractures and classification

systems. Her work on transplanting genetically engineered fibroblasts in spinal cord
injury has been presented internationally. She is a member of the American Academy
of Orthopaedic Surgeons and the Orthopaedic Trauma Association.

Warren C. Hammert, DDS, M.D.

Dr. Warren C. Hammert has joined the Department of Orthopaedics and Rehabilitation
as Associate Professor. He specializes in hand and wrist surgery, microsurgery and
peripheral nerve surgery. Dr. Hammert earned his medical degree from the Medical
College of Pennsylvania and completed his plastic surgery residency at the Cleveland
Clinic Foundation. Following his residency, Dr. Hammert completed a fellowship in
hand and microsurgery at the Hand Center of Western New York at Buffalo. Dr. Ham-
mert holds a dual faculty appointment at the University of Rochester Medical Center

in the Department of Orthopaedics and the Department of Surgery. He is certified

by the American Board of Plastic Surgery and also holds an American Board of Plastic
Surgery Certificate of Added Qualification for Surgery of the hand. Dr. Hammert has
published articles and book chapters encompassing multiple aspects of hand surgery, including congenital hand
disorders, the arthritic wrist, Dupuytren’s disease, and soft tissue coverage in the hand. He is a member of the
American Society for Surgery of the Hand, American Association for Hand Surgery, American Society for Peripheral
Nerve, American Society for Reconstructive Microsurgery and American Society of Plastic Surgeons.

James O. Sanders, M.D.

Dr. James O. Sanders has joined the Department of Orthopaedics and Rehabilitation
as Professor and Chief of Pediatric Orthopaedics. Prior to joining the department, Dr.
Sanders was Chief of Staff at Shriners Hospitals for Children in Erie, PA. He special-
izes in pediatric orthopaedic disorders and spinal deformity including scoliosis. Dr.
Sanders earned his medical degree from John Hopkins University School of Medicine
and completed his orthopaedics residency at the University of Texas Health Science
Center. Following his residency, Dr. Sanders completed a fellowship in pediatric

orthopaedics and scoliosis at the Texas Scottish Rite Hospital. Dr. Sanders is certified

by the American Board of Orthopaedic Surgery. He is a member of the American
Orthopaedic Association, the American Academy of Orthopaedic Surgeons, the
American Academy of Pediatrics, the Scoliosis Research Society, Pediatric Orthopaedic Society of North America,
and the American Academy for Cerebral Palsy and Developmental Medicine. Dr. Sanders is a national leader

in pediatric orthopaedics. He has published numerous articles and book chapters encompassing multiple areas,
including scoliosis, outcomes of pediatric orthopaedic disorders, and human gait. This spring, his manuscript
entitled “Cotrel Derotation Casting for Progressive Infantile Scoliosis” was awarded Outstanding Clinical Paper
at the Pediatric Society of North America (POSNA) Meeting.
