CALL FOR ABSTRACTS:
Cash prizes for students and residents

Rochester Vascular 2009 will be held in Rochester, New York, May 1-3rd. The program includes updates by several prominent vascular surgeons from all over the U.S., along with vascular, cardiology, anesthesia, and interventional radiology faculty members from the University of Rochester; topics include carotid, aortic, venous, and lower extremity surgery and endovascular intervention, cardiac risk reduction, team creation, and skills education.

We are planning an all-day teaching session on Friday, May 1st, devoted to medical students and residents potentially interested in vascular surgery. The morning and afternoon will be devoted to didactic teaching of the process of research – from your idea to the final paper. We will discuss how to write an abstract, how to give a 10-minute talk, the concepts of what things are important in what format, and so on. 

We would like to invite up to 20 students and 20 residents to attend the meeting at our expense. The benefit to them is four-fold: First, this will give our future colleagues the chance to meet leaders in the field and get to know each other. Second, it will expose them to a broad range of topics presented by experts. Third, the Friday didactic teaching session has been presented internally at the University of Rochester and has been proven to be an extremely valuable teaching tool.
Most important is the fourth benefit: Friday afternoon there will be a paper competition for the residents and students. The six most worthy of each will be invited to give a 10-minute talk on their research. The three best papers in each group (students and residents will be judged separately) will be awarded a plaque but also cash prizes - $1000 will go to the winner of the resident paper competition, and $500 to the winner of the student paper competition. The judges will include our visiting faculty and local faculty, and this is an extraordinarily good way for the future leaders of our field to get to know and be remembered by the current leaders of our field.

We are soliciting proposals from interested students and residents. We ask that proposals come from those who have a legitimate interest in vascular surgery; commitment at this point is not necessary. We will accept either a formal research abstract, or a one-page essay of the candidate’s experience thus far, exposure to vascular surgery, goals, and plans (in other words, why do you want to come to this meeting?). 

Research submissions may have been published and/or presented elsewhere already, but the research or paper preparation must have been performed substantially in the 2008-2009 academic year.

The deadline for submission is April 1st; winning submissions (up to 20 attendees and 6 presenters in each group) will be notified on Monday, April 14th. Submissions should be prepared on the sheets to follow, and either mailed, faxed, or e-mailed to the meeting office below:
