Our Mission: Continuing Medical Education (CME) programs at URMC use a range of educational methods to foster ongoing physician development and to tie physician development to larger institutional goals regarding clinical care, education, research, and community partnerships. 

For over 30 years, our office has provided progressive and relevant activities that enhance professional performance, impart new knowledge and teach new skills to improve the quality of health care. We work closely with URMC faculty who are experts in their field to provide over 250 local, regional, and national CME didactic presentations/seminars, hands-on workshops, grand rounds style conferences, videoconferencing and enduring materials annually. Examples of activities include the upcoming conferences offered this fall: 

· Targeting the Inflammatory Pathways will address the shortage of local specialists and recent dramatic developments in the field of rheumatology by providing a critical update to primary care phy​sicians on complex care issues. 

· Cancer-Associated Thrombosis: Update on Novel Findings will be the first-ever CME conference in the United States to focus specifically on this clinical area.  

What do we do? Our primary services fall into two categories: (1) We are an ACCME-accredited CME provider. This means we can approve CME credit for a broad range of activities. The ACCME regulations are complex, but with our consultation we can help you plan your educational offerings to maximize their impact and fully meet ACCME guidelines. (2) We also have expertise in fully managing and coordinating meetings (from venue to food to budget management), whether they are CME or other types of events. 

Strengthening the momentum our office has built and the advancements we continue to make, Dr. Jeffrey Lyness, Professor & Associate Chair for Education in the Department of Psychiatry and Director of Curriculum for the School of Medicine & Dentistry, has joined the office as Medical Director for Continuing Medical Education. Dr. Lyness’ role will include linking institutional CME more closely with URMC goals and working with CPE Office staff to improve internal processes to better meet the needs of our customers. September 1 - 2  |  CANCER-ASSOCIATED THROMBOSIS: UPDATE AND NOVEL FINDINGS CONFERENCE for oncologists, hematologists, internists, hospitalists, oncologic surgeons, and mid-level providers.  Cancer-associated thrombosis is a common complication of both cancer and anti-cancer therapy.  It is estimated to affect up to one-fifth of all cancer patients and is the second leading cause of death in patients with cancer.  The frequency of this complication has increased rapidly in recent years.  However, there is currently no conference, forum or organized society that allows for dissemination of new data or for researchers to network or advocate for this area.  This local meeting will be the first conference in the US focusing specifically on this clinical area.  The University of Rochester research programs have had a leading role in this area of research.  This activity will help educate providers from multiple disciplines regarding the pathophysiology, prevention and treatment of cancer-associated thrombosis. September 14  |  Clinical Challenges of Women’s Health for physicians, nurse practitioners, physician assistants, midwives and nurses.  A course focusing on women’s health is needed to help meet the increasing demand for women’s services on physicians, nurse practitioners, physician assistants, midwives and nurses.  Women’s health has progressed from a focus on conditions related to the female reproductive tract to a diverse set of conditions that effect men and women differently. There is a growing understanding of gender specific biology, including the etiology and mechanisms of disease progression and treatment.  Topics such as eating disorder treatment guidelines, insomnia, sexuality after 50, peripheral vascular disease, and recommendations for breast cancer screening will be addressed.  This conference will bridge gaps in knowledge in the selected topic areas and provide tools for all care providers to assist patients in making decisions about prevention, available screening, and treatment. As a result, primary care physicians assumed the care of some patients with rheumatologic diseases. While this situation has improved, primary care physicians and other subspecialists would benefit from an update in the treatment of such diseases. Additionally, recent advances in the field have led to the use of several biologic agents which further highlights the need for education on the rationale for the use of these medications.
