Initiative Trains Nurses and Healthcare Professionals to
Manage Clinical Trials

The University of Rochester School of Nursing is responding to the overwhelming need
to bring drugs, vaccines, and devices through the clinical research pipeline and to the
marketplace by launching a comprehensive training course aimed at giving healthcare
professionals the knowledge and skills necessary to work in the clinical trials arena.
“Managing Clinical Trials: A Comprehensive Continuing Education Course for
Healthcare Professionals” is a University of Rochester Medical Center initiative,
administered though Edvantage, the school’s healthcare career development arm. The
school has partnered with Global Research Services, an international contract research
organization with an established history in clinical trials research, to provide students
with expert faculty and comprehensive curriculum.

The course is a 40-hour, Web-based, interactive program delivered in a self-paced
learning format and facilitated by an instructor. A participant may begin the course at
any time, and has 14 weeks to complete the curriculum. Hosted by the University’s
course management system Blackboard, it may be accessed 24 hours a day, 7 days a
week. Technical support is also available.

Future courses under development include those specific to the role of the Clinical Re-
search Associate (CRA), Clinical Research Coordinator (CRC), Project Manager and
other support personnel.
