The Blood Bank and Transfusion Medicine Unit is pleased to announce the relocation of the Autologous Donor Room to the first floor of Strong Memorial Hospital in the vicinity of the information/reception desk.  November 17, 2008 was the first day that donations were performed in the newly renovated area.  The donor room renovation project incorporated suggestions and ideas for improvement offered by donors over the past few years.  Relocating the donor room provides donors with a convenient, easy to find location, along with continued excellent customer service.

Donation of autologous blood is a service provided free of charge to patients undergoing surgery at Strong Memorial or Highland Hospital when they meet the following criteria:
· The patient is healthy enough to donate and their hemoglobin is equal to or greater than 11 gm/dl

· There is a high likelihood that the patient will require blood during their scheduled surgery

· A prescription from the requesting physician is received by the Blood Bank containing the patient name, surgery date, surgical procedure, number of units requested and the name of the requesting physician or surgeon.

A pamphlet entitled “Donating Your Own Blood for Surgery” is available to provide patients and physicians with details on the process for patients to pre-deposit their own blood for use during their surgery.  Please contact the Blood Bank at (585) 275-3189 if you would like copies of this pamphlet sent to you.  A patient may donate units of blood up to 3 days before surgery and units collected are good for 35 days.
