Board-Type Oral Examination for Incoming Fourth Year Residents
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For the incoming fourth year diagnostic radiology residents we would offer the pre-rotation written exam (on anatomy) and we will also offer an oral board-type exam. Thus, the program director or his designee will sit down in front of a work station and go over five typical neuroradiology cases with the resident. This will be done in a board-type exam situation. In order to pass we anticipate the resident to get four out of the five cases correct. If the resident does not achieve four out of five correct he/she will get another case and if this is correct he/she will pass. All the cases will be selected from those cases that are displayed on the neuroradiology web case list. Thus, if the resident studies all of these cases, he/she will be essentially guaranteed to pass.
