Instructions for Graduate Fellowship Deferment

(Goals and Objectives of the Fellowship Program)

After a thorough investigation by the Medical Center’s Office of Counsel, it has been decided that the GME Office will sign off on the Graduate Fellowship Deferment for any fellow who meets the following criteria:

· The Fellow must provide a written statement explaining his/her objectives for the fellowship program (page 1 of attached form)

· The Fellow must submit annual reports, projects, or other evidence of progress towards these objectives.  This statement must also be signed by the program director.  For fellows participating in programs greater than one year in length, only page 2 of the attached form is required on an annual basis.

It is the fellow’s responsibility to be sure that the appropriate written documentation is submitted to the Office for GME.  Anyone requesting Graduate Fellowship Deferment must submit a statement of objectives and/or progress report, as appropriate, before the loan deferment will be processed.
