What are things to do when you are diagnosed
with rheumatoid arthritis?

Although there is no cure for rheumatoid arthritis (RA), new treatment plans and
medicines for RA can help you better control your arthritis and help you keep up with a
desired lifestyle. Early diagnosis and treatment are extremely important in being able to
get good results in the long term.

Adjusting to a chronic condition (disease that lasts a long time)
can take some time. The following tips may help you better
manage your symptoms:

Learn about your arthritis

eLearn to be responsible for your own health and well-being. You can get support from
others who help with your care.

*Do not be afraid to ask questions from your doctors and nurses.

eLearn which symptoms you have during flare of RA, and try to figure out how to
recognize the early signs of a flare.

*Try to find what causes flares - it may be an increase in work load, stress, infections, or
sometimes other medicines. It may not be possible to find a trigger for the flares.

eLearn about your medicines used to treat RA and how to best take them. It can take
several weeks for some medicines to start working. Take your medications as instructed.

eSchedule regular visits with your rheumatologist and other doctors. This can help make
sure that the disease is well-controlled and that the treatments are right for you.
