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#1 Parking at the Clinical Research Center, 250 Crittenden Blvd:
The Clinical Research Center has two parking spaces that are clearly marked-Reserved for CRC at all times.
· The first parking space is in front of the main entrance and the second parking space is to the left of the entrance on the other side of the circular driveway.   

· Enter the building through the double set of doors under the blue and white canopy/sign that reads “Clinical Research Center.”  

· Turn right, the CRC entrance is located next to the orange elevators.     O            
· When you arrive at the CRC, please ask the nursing staff for a parking permit to place on your car dashboard.
#2 Visitor Parking at the Saunders Research Building, 265 Crittenden Blvd:
If parking is not available in front of the Clinical Research Center, you may proceed across the street to the Visitor Parking Lot at the Saunders Research Building, enter at 265 Crittenden Blvd.
· Please use pedestrian crosswalk back to the Clinical Research Center.
#3 Additional parking available in the Parking Garage:

The walking distance to the Clinical Research Center from the Parking Garage will be long.
If needed, golf cart transport is available on the 1st floor in the main lobby:
· Enter the hospital on the first floor.
· Turn right, (if golf cart transport is needed, please check with guest ambassador at the desk)

· If walking, go past the Main Information Desk and locate the orange ceiling flags           at the beginning of the Jack A. & Norma Erdle Corridor, follow the ceiling flags to the orange elevators. 
· Take the orange elevator down to “G” - the ground floor.  The entrance to the Clinical Research Center will be on your left.
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
