The Center for Clinical Innovation improves clinical efficiency and productivity of providers through the development of software using various technologies. The Center was formed in response to the changing healthcare technology landscape. The Center endeavors to identify emerging technologies and develop rapid solutions to improve the quality of care for our patients. The Center consist of collaborative teams which include stakeholders from across the University of Rochester, industry, and our community.

 An ideal example of this collaboration is the successful deployment of a highly efficient, validated, patient reported outcomes measurement tool (PROMIS) in a busy musculoskeletal clinic. In the past 6 months, Center software has collected more than 180,000 assessments with an average time to completion of 2.5 minutes. Technology developed in this center allows this data to be displayed in real time in the EHR during the patient visit. The Center is currently developing advanced methods of computer adaptive data capture and analytics, with the hope of bringing predictive analytics, and methods to maximize self-efficacy to the point of clinical care.

The Center for Clinical Innovation is committed to identifying, evaluating, and adopting the latest developments in data science and translating their use to healthcare providers, researchers, educators, and patients.
