


Evacuation of Facilities in Disasters Systems – Train the Trainer

	Background:
eFINDS is a tracking system/application on the Health Commerce System (HCS).  According to regulation, eFINDS is required to be used by healthcare facilities in the event of an emergent, urgent or planned evacuation. 
Under the 2015–2016 HPP contract, all participating hospitals were required to assure that at least one staff person was trained to serve as their facility-based, eFINDS trainer. In this role, facility-based eFINDS trainers were expected to serve as the facility’s ongoing, in-house, eFINDS training resource to provide eFINDS training for staff with the ultimate goal of ensuring 24/7/365 eFINDS capability commensurate with facility size.
Purpose of Training:
The NYSDOH, the Regional Training Centers (RTCs) and other Master Trainers will continue to offer training sessions that provide comprehensive, hands-on training in the use of the eFINDS application so that hospitals can meet this requirement and maintain personnel to serve as this training resource. The training utilizes expanded teaching materials and aids which include:

-eFINDS Concept of Operations

-access to eFINDS communications directory role assignments

-scenarios, based on actual events and lessons learned

-hospital-based training template
-hands-on application demonstrations and training

-teach-back, practice session

• Completion of the CTI-500 or CTI-501 eFINDS webinar course (found on LMS) or have viewed the recording of the course and/or possess a working knowledge of eFINDS.
