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The Advanced Disaster Life Support™ (ADLS) course is an intense two-casualty management. Core education elements include the ADLS manual and five interactive lectures (Disasters and Public Health Emergencies; Triage in Disasters and Public Health Emergencies; Health System Surge Capacity for Disasters and Public Health Emergencies; Community Health Emergency Operations and Response; and Legal and Ethical Issues in Disasters).
Essential training components include population scenarios discussion; mass casualty triage tabletop and situational training exercises; surge tabletop scenario for a health care facility; personal protective equipment skills performance and decontamination video review; casualty management in small groups with simulated scenarios; and emergency operations center situational training exercise. ADLS requires learners to apply knowledge learned in the Core Disaster Life Support® (CDLS®) and Basic Disaster Life Support™ (BDLS®) courses.
Successful completion of the BDLS course is a prerequisite for attendance at the ADLS course. The ADLS course target audience includes physicians, nurses, physician assistants, emergency medical technicians (EMTs), paramedics, pharmacists, allied health professionals, and students in health professional schools.

· Target audience for ADLS includes individuals with hospital and/or pre-hospital disaster operational response or response leadership role, especially Hazardous Materials Decontamination response.

· Successful completion of BDLS within the past (3) years is a prerequisite for taking ADLS.

· ADLS class size is limited to 45 students.  Preference will be given to planning and response partners within the Albany Medical Center RRC region.

· There will be a $100 no-show fee incurred if you are registered for ADLS and do not attend.

The NDLS Foundation has implemented a LMS (Learning Management System) to register the courses. Students are now required to register on the NDLS LMS, enroll in specific courses, and complete the Pre and post- tests and an evaluation on-line. Upon successful completion of the course and the pre and post course requirements the participant will be able to immediately print their Certificate Of Completion.

For ADLS 3.0 each must successfully register and complete the PRE-ASSESSMENT TEST. There is a the pre-assessment is NOT GRADED but must be completed. ICS 100 and ICS200 are not required but are strongly recommended. The student will be required to complete and sign a “Release of Liability” form to be turned in on the first day of ADLS.
After attendance is confirmed by the course coordinator, usually one or two days, the student will receive a confirmation email. Once the email has been received the student may log back in and complete the post-course requirements and print their Certificate of Attendance.
