The Monroe Community College – Homeland Security Management Institute and the Monroe County Department of Public Health, in conjunction with the New York State Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Services and the Texas Engineering Extension Service (TEEX), is sponsoring the “Mass Prophylaxis Preparedness & Planning” course.  This course is a guide for local health officials and our partners in the local public health system to coordinate plans to provide mass distribution of medical countermeasures for their jurisdiction as they relate to the Division of Strategic National Stockpile (DSNS) Program.  The purpose of this course is to enhance a jurisdiction’s preparedness and emergency response efforts by developing (or revising) a plan addressing an all-hazards approach towards Mass Prophylaxis.  The course is delivered by two public health professionals and consists of a combination of lectures, small group activities and a tabletop exercise/game.

Participants who successfully complete this course and the end-of-course test qualify to receive 16 contact hours of Continuing Education (CME, CNE, CEU) from the Texas A&M Health Science Center School of Rural Public Health.  

At the conclusion of this course Participants Will Be Able To: 

· Initiate or refine Mass Prophylaxis plans for closed populations such as hospitals, businesses and long term residential facilities;
· Initiate or refine their community/jurisdiction Mass Prophylaxis planning;

· Implement the principles and practices of planning, preparing and coordinating with other agencies;

· Understand and demonstrate POD setup and resource/personnel alignment for efficient, extended POD operations.

Cost:  

· There is NO FEE for this course. 

· Transportation, meals and lodging are the responsibility of the course participant.

Who Should Attend:  This training program brings together essential personnel within a jurisdiction who manage Monroe County Mass Prophylaxis preparedness or would staff a Point of Dispensing (POD) in response to pandemic influenza, bioterrorism, or other public health emergencies in their community.  This course is designed for a wide variety of participants, including but not limited to:

Take I90 east to exit 47 (Route 490/Leroy exit) and continue east.
